Safe Transport Policy
Elsternwick Cricket Club Inc.

Introduction

The health and safety of people participating in the activities of the Elsternwick Cricket Club is of
paramount importance. This policy aims to ensure that people travel to and from the club and its
events safely, particularly at events where alcohol is served.

Safe Transport

To ensure the safety of its members, supporters and guests, the Club will: -

e Encourage members and visitors to make alternate safe transport arrangements if they are
considered to exceed .05 blood alcohol concentration (or .00 if a probationary driver).

e Prominently display contact telephone numbers for taxi services at the bar.
e Pre-order taxis to arrive at the venue at the conclusion of a function.

Policy Compliance

The Executive Committee will monitor the club’s compliance with this policy.

Any non-compliance will be handled according to the following process: -
e In the first instance, explanation of the club policy to the person / people concerned.

e Continued non-compliance with the policy should be handled by at least two committee
members who will use their discretion as to the action taken, but which will include
recording the incident in the Club Incident Register.

Policy Promotion

The Executive Committee will promote the Safe Transport Policy regularly by: -
e Publishing a copy of the policy on the club website.
e Keeping a copy of the policy in the club rooms.
e Reinforcing the policy with patrons at social events and functions.

e Maintaining Level 3 Accreditation of the Australian Drug Foundation Good Sports
Program.
